1. MANDATE 
 
The Royal Nova Sco.a Historical Society was founded in 1878 to promote an understanding of 
Nova Sco.a’s history. It brings together those interested in learning more about Nova Sco.a’s 
past and provides opportuni.es for sharing the work of those who are researching its history 
through public presenta.ons and its journal, the Journal of the Royal Nova Sco3a Historical 
Society. The society meets monthly from September to May to hear and to discuss individual 
papers about personali.es, places, and events integral to the history of this province.  
 

2. FUNDING OPPORTUNITY 
 
The Society gives out annual grants to help s.mulate heritage ini.a.ves and historical research 
and dissemina.on at the community, organiza.on, and/or individual level. This year the Society 
will be awarding one grant worth $500. Nova Sco.a community heritage or historical 
organiza.ons and socie.es, undergraduate, graduate, and/or individual scholars conduc.ng 
research on Nova Sco.a’s history are eligible to apply. Scholars or students already well 
supported by funding agencies/scholarships/fellowships are not eligible.  
 
The following expenses may be covered by RNSHS community grants:  
 
For Organiza+ons:  
 

• Assistance with travel/accommoda.on for organiza.ons hos.ng speakers from a 
distance 

• Assistance for heritage-based events sponsored by applicant organiza.ons  
• Conference support for organizing bodies  
• Assistance to applicant organiza.ons for collec.on and conserva.on ac.vi.es, storage, 

or preserva.on supplies  
• Retroac.ve use for completed but short or underfunded ac.vi.es  

 
For Individuals:  
 

• Travel-based historical research  
• Assistance to individuals for conference aQendance when directly presen.ng  

 
3. CONDITIONS OF AWARD  



 
• Successful applicants must provide a follow-up leQer indica.ng comple.on of their 

project or ac.vity, including how and when the grant as spent, within a year of receiving 
the grant  

• No repeat applica.ons are permiQed un.l confirma.on is received of how the award 
was spent  

 
4. APPLICATION GUIDELINES  

 
• Each applicant is only eligible to receive one grant per year from the RNSHS for one of 

the two categories  
• For individuals: each applicant must provide a C.V. and a brief leQer outlining the 

intended use, a proposed budget and informa.on on current financial support of this 
proposed project  

• For organiza.ons: Each applicant must provide a short descrip.on of its mandate and 
ac.vi.es, a brief leQer outlining the intended use, a proposed budget and informa.on 
on current financial support for this proposed project
